
Day 1 Saturday – October 14, 2023 – Flight - Welcome to New England - Transfer to 
Providence, RI
Discover the natural beauty that lies along the shores of New England. Come to know its coastal charm, friendly people, and fresh-
from-the-sea cuisine. We check into our Providence hotel for the next two-night stay.

Day 2 Sunday – October 15, 2023 - Providence - Newport
Tour Providence, “America’s Renaissance City.” See prestigious Brown University and learn about the city’s vibrant art, cultural, 
and culinary scenes. Head to Newport and travel along Bellevue Avenue. Lined with extraordinary 19th-century summer “cottages,” 
this road is home to 7 mansions designated National Historic Landmarks. This afternoon, explore The Breakers, the grandest 
of Newport’s summer “cottages” and a symbol of the Vanderbilt family’s social and financial preeminence in turn of the century 
America. (BD)

Day 3 Monday – October 16, 2023 – Cranberry Bog, Plymouth Plantation, Mayflower II 
& Rock
This morning we visit Stone Bridge Farm for a tour of a cranberry bog. We actually put on a pair of waders to walk out into a 
flooded field with cranberries floating around us to learn about the techniques of raising cranberries! Next, we’ll tour the Plimoth 
Patuxet Museum. This plantation is as it was in the 17th century: with a centuries-old Wampanoag home site, village buildings 
of the time period, costumed docents, the fragrance bluefish roasting slowly over a bed of hot coals the sharp smell of gunpowder 
during a military drill, and the sound of laughter around a glowing hearth. After exploring the village and grounds, we have an 
included theme lunch at Plimoth Plantation. Come aboard the Mayflower II for an extraordinary experience. The details of the ship 
from the solid oak timbers and tarred hemp rigging to the wood and horn lanterns and hand-colored maps, have all been carefully 
recreated to give you a sense of what the original 17th-century boat would have been. We’ll also learn about the 1620 voyage of the 
Mayflower, the perils of maritime travel, and the tools of 17th-century navigation. It is but a short walk to Plymouth Rock where the 
Pilgrims first set foot in the New World in their quest for religious freedom. Later, we arrive at our beachfront hotel for a 4-night stay. 
Enjoy a traditional New England experience as you indulge in a seafood feast. (BLD)

Day 4 –Tuesday – October 17, 2023 - A Day on Martha’s Vineyard  
Shaped like a triangle and 8 miles off the coast the island of Martha’s Vineyard is becoming a secret summer hideaway of the rich 
and famous. A “Hollywood East” reputation is building thanks to frequent visitors like President Obama, David Letterman and Bill 
Murray. But despite the all-star summer lineup, a laid-back lifestyle still rules the island. While you can find insanely expensive 
summer cottages and restaurants to match, the reality is this is a summer resort that evolved from an 18th and 19th century whaling 
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Why is Cape Cod and the Islands so special? Perhaps it's the irresistible combination of the unique
natural beauty - miles of beautiful, white-sand beaches, dunes and lush, fascinating marshes
teeming with wildlife - its charming history dating back to the 17th century and its abundance of
family-oriented activities, abundance of fresh seafood restaurants, and the beautiful Cape Cod
architecture. Join us as we indulge in this good life adventure!
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heritage. You may spot a film star in Edgartown, but your guaranteed interesting sights in Oak Bluffs where the Flying Horses 
Carousel (1876) still spins, and the Carpenter Gothic Cottages at the Methodist Meeting Grounds where open-air Christian 
Revivals first started in 1835. The subtle nuances and diversity of island history, architecture, and culture hide in plain sight — our 
guide will explain on your morning tour. You’ll see the stately Greek revival homes built by sea captain of years ago, hear stories of 
notable residents, religious leaders, and political activists, along with meeting houses, cemeteries, and other points of interest. We’ll 
have time to enjoy an Island lunch (on own) and find the island’s must-have souvenir — a Black Dog sweatshirt. Late afternoon, our 
group will ferry back to the mainland for a delicious group dinner at a local restaurant. (BD)

Day 5 Wednesday, October 18, 2023 – Whale Watching Cruise

to our resort to enjoy the balance of the afternoon and evening; take a stroll on the beach, visit the shops and local restaurants, or 
relax, breath the sea salt air and listen to the waves!

Day 6 Thursday – October 19, 2023 - Hyannis Port/Kennedy Memorial/A Day on 
Nantucket – Storyteller & Dinner
After breakfast, enjoy a brief tour of Hyannis Port, home of the Kennedy clan. You will have a special ‘group photo’ op at the 
Kennedy Memorial and Korean War Memorial overlooking Veteran’s Beach, then board the High-speed ferry for a cruise to 
Nantucket. The sight of the island coming into view from the bow is a stirring one, long lines of foaming breakers crash against vast 
stretches of sands on the south shore, while church steeples dot the downtown horizon to the north. This Island is 30 miles south
and to the east of Martha’s Vineyard. Fondly known as “The Gray Lady” it is a place of windswept beaches, blinking lighthouses 
and hosts a charming way of life. Once the world’s top whaling port it is now designated a National Historic District. Her downtown 
architecture has changed little since the 17th century and never fails to captivate visitors with its cobblestone streets, stately facades 
and quaint wharf cottages intertwined with fragrant roses and dense clusters of colorful hydrangeas. You will have some free time 
to explore the island, enjoy lunch on our own, and browse among the many charming shops. Later this afternoon, we cruise back to 
the mainland and our seaside resort. Tonight, we enjoy a delicious dinner and Cape Cod specialty dessert along with an entertaining 
Storyteller who will share stories of Cape Cod’s mysteries, legends and lore! (BD)
